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What is Horton Housing?

Horton Housing manages more than 30 different housing, training and support services across Bradford, Calderdale, Kirklees and North Yorkshire. Horton Housing is a not-for-profit organisation which provides housing, training and support services to the most vulnerable people in society. We work with a wide range of clients including people who are homeless, have mental health, drug or alcohol issues, young people, older people, refugees, Gypsies, Travellers, Roma and Showpeople, people with disabilities and ex-offenders.
At Horton we aim to meet the housing and support needs of some of the most socially excluded and vulnerable people in our community.  To achieve this, we have developed a range of services to offer both quality and choice.  Volunteers play a vital role in Horton Housing, helping us to deliver good quality services.
What is Volunteering? 

We define volunteering as any activity that involves spending time, unpaid, doing something that aims to benefit the environment or someone (individuals or groups) other than, or in addition to, close relatives. Central to this definition is the fact that volunteering must be a choice freely made by each individual.
 

By offering volunteering placements, we are providing opportunities for meaningful and valued activity, social inclusion, skills development and potential routes to employment.

What do we hope to achieve by offering volunteering opportunities?

Our aims are: 
· To identify ways in which we can create and support a culture of volunteering across Horton Housing
· To identify roles that will support us to deliver a great service
· To be flexible in the roles we offer
· To reflect the diversity of the communities we support
· To train and support our volunteers
· To provide opportunities for people from all backgrounds.
Our objectives are: 
· To offer a range of meaningful volunteering opportunities 
· To strive to ensure that we have a diverse team of volunteers who represent the communities we support
· To offer choice

· To recognise and celebrate the contributions and achievements of our volunteers
Our intended outcome is that our volunteering activities will have a positive impact on: 
· Human capital: people’s knowledge, skills, health and wellbeing
· Economic capital: benefits with a financial value
· Social capital: more co-operative relationships between people
· Cultural capital: a sense of own identity and understanding of others.
Who is volunteering for? 

Everyone has the right to volunteer and volunteering can have a positive impact on individuals.  Volunteering means different things to different people; this is why it’s important to understand what motivates someone to volunteer. No formal qualifications are needed to volunteer; however, the majority of our volunteering roles are for people aged 16+ due to the nature of our services.
We advertise roles via social media, our website, word of mouth, local volunteer services and relevant community events. We also work in partnership with several other organisations to recruit and offer volunteering experiences.
As a Disability Confident organisation, we are committed to equality and diversity in all that we do.  In our Volunteer Service we strive to ensure that we have a diverse team of volunteers that represents the communities we support.  We are open to involving volunteers from a wide range of abilities and backgrounds.  Our pool of volunteers includes, for example, retired people, students, working age people and former clients.  
What’s it like volunteering at Horton Housing?

We have volunteering opportunities across Bradford, Kirklees, Calderdale and North Yorkshire, either based in the community or at our premises.  
Our volunteering opportunities are varied, ranging from customer service and administration through to specialist areas such as mental health, homelessness, recovery, refugees and migrants.  We aim to make a good match between the roles we can offer and the types of volunteer activities that individuals are hoping to take part in.
Roles are either short or long-term, based on the needs of the service or clients that a volunteer will be supporting.  New volunteers are offered a taster session before deciding whether to accept a volunteering opportunity.
What support is provided?

All our volunteers have a named supervisor who provides ongoing support for volunteers in their day-to-day activities.  Supervisors also help volunteers to identify and meet any goals they may have, and recognise and celebrate volunteers’ achievements during their time with Horton Housing. 
We offer out of pocket expenses and a substantive induction and training programme for all our volunteers.
Quarterly volunteer forums provide the opportunity to meet with peers, build a network of contacts and share knowledge and best practice. 
Training
All new volunteers are required to complete an induction programme. This takes place over one full day and gives an overview of the organisation, its ethos and the relevant policies and procedures that volunteers need to be familiar with.
Further induction and training will be provided as applicable to each role.  This can take the form of E-Learning, peer support or shadowing, for example.
What are the benefits of volunteering?

Volunteering can help you learn new skills, gain experience, take on a challenge, achieve personal goals, practice your skills, meet new people, gain confidence, and be part of a community while also having fun. 
How much does it cost?

Volunteering will only cost you your time. We cover out of pocket expenses and provide free training and the equipment needed for you to carry out your volunteering.
